Motion to approve by Bruce Liebel and seconded by Christopher Eckert.
President’s Report:

Fall Presidents Meeting


Jennifer Dunn reported that she and Kristen attended the Fall Presidents Meeting in Puerto Rico at the end of August.  Dick Clark met with them.  This year’s theme was “How do we broaden our wings without losing our identity.”  Some points of discussion included virtual conferences and education, pricing points for education, and the organization membership model.  It was decided to keep the individual membership model for the next year.  The CBSC goals were also discussed.

A search committee is in place to find a replacement for Dick Clark for June 1, 2012.


The Region II Presidents also discussed the operating agreement and decided that reimbursement for the Mini LTC should be raised to $8,000.  The main speaker will be paid by the Region.  The Region will also pay the travel for the Regional Executive and the Regional Executive Elect.  The Region Webinar Committee Chair and Chair Elect will be rotating and will coincide with the Region Executive.  Metro will start the rotation with Rochester following.  The Treasury balance will remain the in the same range of $25,000 to $42,000.  Any distribution will be voted on after the Region II conference.
HFMA National Appointments


Jennifer reported that there are vacancies on the National Boards and committees including the Board of Examiners and the Chapter Advancement Team.  Russ Previte stated that in years past, past presidents were invited to be Yerger Judges.

Treasurer Report:

Review and Approval of August Financial Statements



Rachel Davis was not present so Larry Nowak gave the report.  There was some interest income for the month of August.  There were also expenses of $939 for ANI, $2,195 for the Mini LTC and $825 for the Fall President’s Meeting.
Committee reports:

· Education Report 

Jill Schaefer has asked that the Chapter purchase a mobile screen for the projector.  The screen costs approximately $235 from Staples.  Bruce Liebel made the motion to approve and Mary Mahaney seconded the motion.
Kristen Chapman reminded everyone about the education events at Sonoma Grill and Templeton Landing.  There will also be a three webinar series on PFS (Region II webinars).
· Certification

Bob Levesque was not in attendance so Jeffrey Jacobs read his report into the record.
“The first session was held on 8/25 and four participants attended.  There were some members unable to attend due to being on vacation and other conflicts.  Feedback indicated that the session was beneficial to all participants.  The second session will be held Thursday 9/15.  We had planned on six sessions but it presently appears that we will be able to cover the material in 4 or 5 sessions.  Justin Reid, who recently passed the certification exam, is scheduled to attend the 9/29 session.  He will discuss how he prepared for the exam and also what to expect when taking it.”
· Membership

Mary Mahaney reported that the Chapter has 29 less members than 2010/2011.  She sent out 15 emails and 2 came back as bad addresses.  Mary said she included upcoming education sessions in the email.
Christopher Eckert said that 2 to 3 people at his organization were planning on joining and 8 to 9 people from IHA had expressed an interest in joining.  Christopher stated that a new membership packet has been put together and will start going out to new members when they join (sample in addendum).

Suzanne Roccisano informed the Board that the company InfoX will be sun setting their medical necessity product and will not be going to ICD 10.

Debbie Cudzilo suggested adding education for physicians, especially those going between facilities.  Paul Sweet responded that the Physician group is pretty active, and he will see what the Physicians are doing to prepare.

Russell Previte stated an RFP for the wage index audit was sent out and three proposals were received.  Freed Maxick was selected for the audit for the next two years and will also be doing the occupational mix survey.

Mary Ann Miccichi reported on the progress of the 50th Anniversary celebration.  To date there have been 17 responses.  Bruce Liebel will send out reminders on the date and the deadline, which is set for September 26th.
Christopher Eckert gave an update on the Golf Outing.  The outing made $1,400 that will be carried over for next year.

Bruce Liebel stated that the Miss Buffalo cruise went well and recognized Tamara Dickey for arranging the cruise.  Bruce also said there may be a dinner cruise next year.
